J. Conmrehensive Green Action Plan Report- lnformational

Kathleen Tempesta. standing in for Martha Dooley, explained that this is the lirst
quarterly report on the status of the implementation of CGAP throughout the Village.
The Village will be pursuing a green project for the Campanelli park area and will be
partnering with the park district and the high school.

Trustee Sullivan suggested that there would· probably be many adult volunteers in the
community who would like to join in with green projects likc plantings. clean-ups or
landscaping in dilTerent areas. Kathleen Tempesta stated that she will share this
suggestion with the group.

4. FY09 Communitv Development Block Grant Annual Action Plan

Kathleen Tempesta, standing in for IVlarisa Warneke. reported that this is the Ilnal year or
the Five Year Consolidated Plan. The Community Development Department has
prepared an Annual Action Plan for the coming Ilscal year. The Village is expecting
funding in the amount of $412,000 hom HUD funds, carryover funds and some program
lI1come.
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The list of projects provide for plarming administration, public services, housing rehab,
First Time Buyer Program, and WACCO Childcare construction. New to the plan is
funding for the YMCA for subsidized childcare for $2,000. If all the funding we are
anticipating is not secured, then staff will go back and tweak the plan to ensure we only
spend the amount we are able to secure.

Trustee Sullivan motioned to recommend the Village Board refer the FY 2009
CDBe Annual Action Plan to the Plan Commission for review and comment at a

~ublic hearing prior to the Village Board review and submission to the U.S.
Department of Housing and Urban Development. Seconded by Trustee Madej.

The Child Care Center will be opening next month and have a dedication and grand
openingin :March. Currently they are finalizing their DCFS license.

Regulation Independent Living Facilities for Seniors - Writ1en Report

Mary Passaglia, Public Health Officer, stated that when the staff proposed changes to
Chapter 115 Care Providing Facilities they were also looking to regulate the physical
enviromnent of senior independent living facilities. Staff was asked to research national
organizations that may currently be regulating these facilities.

The /I.merican Seniors I-lousing Association does not physically regulate these facilities
but since there is a lot of competition in the senior housing market, they are almost self­
regulated. Even through there are no specific codes regulating senior living facilities, the
CUlTel11 Village of Schaumburg codes provide a safe and healthy environment for seniors.
No further regulations are necessary.

Mr. Ryan stated he was requesting a Special Use to operate Fastball USA, which will bc a baseball instruction
truining center for children, with private and semi-private lessons.

Mr. Farace stated the petitioner is seeking a Special Use approval for a sports training facility for Fastball USA on
Wiley Road. It is located in a multi-tenant building in the M-I district. This requcst is similar ro the SA.A
Cheerleading facility reviewed last summer and the Use would not compete with other Uses in their building.
Parking would not be affected, being the other Uses have varying hours. Slaffis supportive of the request.

Mr. Williams opened the floor to the public for comments/questions. There were no questions from the public.

Mr. Clar had no questions.

Mr. Dallmeyer asked how many instruction sessions will be conducted per day ..!VIr. Ryan stated 3 scssions peT day.
The sessions will run about an hour to an hour and a half: starting at 5:00 p.m. Mr. Dallmeycr was concemed with
parking on Saturdays along with having only one driveway in the back of the building. Mr. Ryan stated you enter
on Wiley Road and park in the back of the building where his facilit)' is located. Mr. Dallmeyer stated parents may
park in the front center lot as they wait for their children to finish their training session. ~Mr. Ryan stated the classes
are short, so parents will most likely stay and wait for their children to finish; although sees no problems \vith
parking. Mr. Dallmeyer asked if food and beverages will be allowed to be brought inside the facility. Mr. Ryan
slated he will provide water Jugs for the children keeping them hydrated. IVlr. Dallmeyer askeel if snacks will be
provided. Ivlr. Ryan stated "no". ]vIr. Dallmeyer had no further questions.

Staff Discussion:
The petitioner requests approval of a special use for 2 baseball training facility proposed to be located in one of
the tenant spaces at 1261 Wiley Road. As proposed, Fast Ball USA will occupy a 5500 square foot space for
semi-private, individualized baseball lessons for children, teens, and young adults between the ages of 9 to 19.
Class sizes will be small and will be by appointment only, with no more than 6 students per session working
under the supervision of two employees. Proposed hours of operation are 5:00 pm until 9:00 pm during the
week, with possible aftemoon or early evening hours on the weekend. The proposed use will have different
peak hours as compared to the other uses in the building, and the petitioner indicates that the space will not be
rented out for parties or other social evelllS or have any type of large equipment used in conjunction with the
individualized lessons (such as pitching machines).

The proposed use is somewhat similar 10 the SA.:';' cheerleading facility on National Parkway' thai. was
approved in May 2008 (Case Z0804-02), in ten11S of providing space for instTuctional and practice purposes
within a multi-tenant office/warehouse building. but will not be comprised of as many students as the
cheerleading facility. While the proposed recreational use will be located in a building with office and
warehouse uses, staff does not believe the proposed use will have negative affecls on the other uses in the
building from a noise~ parking, or service perspective and can support the special use request.

Mike Ryan: Fastball USA Training Centers

Description of Special Use:
I will be using the space for the primary purposes of private and semi-private lessons teaching

the fundamentals of throwing, hitting, fielding a baseball. Baseball and Softball players will be

video taped swinging a bat or throwing and pitching a baseball and evaluated for improved

technique.

Our class sizes will primarily be between 1-6 students. My primary hours of operation will be

weekdays from 5pm - 9pm on weekdays, and some lOam - 2pm on Saturdays and 12pm ­
