PLAN COMMISSION:

A. 321 HICKORY LANE (P0806-01)/Maneva/Variation to Allow Playground Equipment
in the Front Yard [motion] to recommend to the Village Board denial of a Variation to

Allow Playground Equipment in the Front Yard for the property located at 321 Hickory
Lane.

Frank Kozak, Chairman of the Plan Commission came forward to give background on the
request. July 15" was the first public hearing on this request. Staff has pointed out that it is an
attractive nuisance. If the homeowners are not home the kids in the neighborhood would be
playing on it. A variation request has never been received for playground equipment to be
located in the front yard. The equipment footage is 768 square feet which is bigger than a
maximum detached two car garage. The location of the equipment detracts from the esthetics
of the neighborhood and creates a problem of a safety hazard as it being on a corner lot. The
petitioner did not seek a permit to install, it was a gift. It is a very nice piece of playground
equipment but it is in the front yard. The petitioner asked what they could do so the Plan
Commission granted an extension of 6 weeks for them to work with staff. In that 6 weeks
staff was not contacted. The petitioner came to the next meeting with an alternative location
which was just to move it back but still in the front yard. It could be placed in the back yard
with some modifications, possibly a patio moved.

The petitioner Lyubomira Maneva came forward to state her case. When they put in the
equipment they did not know as a corner lot they have two front yards. They don’t have any
side or back yard. They did call to ask about requirements and permits and were told that
there are none. They put it in the front yard which is far from the street in a safe location. The
back yard is really small. 70% of the back yard is concrete. There are houses in Schaumburg
with a corner lot and they have play sets in the front or side and have been there forever.

Trustee Madej asked if it was off Hickory Lane?

Ms. Maneva stated that it was on the corner of the house. They propose to move it facing
Magnolia.

Trustee Dunham asked Mr. Kozak if the committee considered that there is not room in the
back yard.

Mr. Kozak stated that they did but with some modifications it would be close, the patio would
have to be moved and minor work to be done to get it into the backyard. They have planted
shrubs all around the sidewalks about 2 feet high, 2 feet apart right now. In the future they
could become a hazard in terms of Magnolia Court not being able to see Hickory.

Trustee Dunham verified that we had never approved something like this in a front yard.

Mr. Kozak stated that we have never had a request for anything like this; it would be a
precedence setting motion.
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Trustee Dunham asked Chris Huff, Director of Community Development if there may be
some in side yards but not in front yards.

Chris Huff, Director of Community Development said “No”. There are none that have been
properly submitted for the major front yard or the front yard portion of the side yard.

Trustee Dunham confirmed that this was done without a permit.
Ms. Maneva stated that there is no permit for a playground.

Mr. Huff confirmed that statement.

Trustee Curcio made a motion to deny the request and Trustee Connelly seconded the motion.
Voice vote — 4-1. Motion carried.

B. The item was denied so there was no ordinance adopted.

2. PUBLIC SAFETY COMMITTEE

A. RED LIGHT CAMERA VENDOR SELECTION — [motion] to recommend to the
Village Board to approve selection of RedSpeed Illinois as our red light enforcement
vendor and approve the resolution authorizing the Village Manager to execute the
attached contract with RedSpeed Illinois.

Trustee Dunham Chairman of the Public Safety Committee gave background on this request.
At a presentation to the Public Safety Committee on September 11" from RedSpeed Illinois
and the Police Department an attendee gave a statement as to why he believed that the

cameras should not be set up. The Public Safety Committee voted to contract with RedSpeed
Illinois for installation of the camera.

Brian Costin presented several studies that find that red light cameras actually increase the
amount of traffic accidents and also fatalities in some cases. Contrary to what is generally
accepted that the red light cameras reduce traffic accidents, injuries, property damage and
fatalities in many cases increase. Mr. Costin read several case studies that justified his
opinion. Mr. Costin submitted the studies to the board and recommended to the board that
they deny this on the basis that it is a public safety issue. Mr. Costin summarized that there
are a lot of signs that are saying that red light cameras make intersections more dangerous,
more injuries, more property damage.

President Larson asked how he explained the results in Elk Grove Village. Craig Johnson,
Mayor of Elk Grove was quoted in the Daily Herald that after installation of red light cameras
there were a number of intersections that saw a reduction in collisions. A story in the Chicago

Tribune that had a picture showing the number of red light camera intersections in the City of
Chicago that reduced accidents as well.
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There was further discussion between President Larson, Trustee Dunham and Mr. Costin
relating to the red light installation.

Trustee Dunham stated that what we are trying to do is change peoples behavior. The only
way to stop people from sneaking through on a red light is to fine them. If we can save the
potential for accidents he will go on the record saying he does not care what the outside
vendor earns because that is not his interest. This is not designed to be a revenue producing
enterprise. It is designed to change behavior. Since people are driving immaturely and
running red lights and turning left against the red when they shouldn’t the only way to stop
them is to hit them in the pocketbook.

There was discussion between Attorney Siegel and Mr. Costin about studies that have been
done in Illinois. Mr. Costin stated he was not aware of any Illinois studies.

Mr. Costin stated that if the board decides to pass this today he hopes that they continue to
look at the issue and as more studies become available they keep that in mind.

Trustee Dunham made a motion to approve the selection of RedSpeed Illinois as our red light
enforcement vendor and approve the resolution authorizing the Village Manager to execute the
attached contract with RedSpeed Illinois and Trustee Curcio seconded the motion. Voice vote — 5-
0. Motion carried.

There were two 23 man shifts each with two foremen and two
dispatchers.

President Larson stated that those who did not attend the “Celebration 2008 at the Prairie
Center missed out on a great evening. 275 tickets were sold, the food was awesome and the
entertainment was wonderful.

Trustee Dunham stated that contrary to a flyer that was applied to some lamp posts by
somebody who did not sign their name, the Village of Schaumburg had been talking about
this for over a year. There is only one intersection that is going to have red light cameras
installed. We will start with this one and see how it goes.

Director of Police Casler stated that we will proceed with Woodfield and Meacham and will

apply for permits from IDOT. Once they give approval then we will work out top crash
intersections.

Trustee Dunham clarified there would only be one red light camera intersection. Trustee
Dunham asked Director Casler how many sites we have.
